Description 

Set in a peaceful, rural location within the Lake
District National Park, Barn Owls is a charming,
former working barn that has been in the same
ownership for over 40 years.

Having being converted in 1980, Barn Owls has
three bedrooms and a generous living space
with an open plan kitchen, living/ dining area and
an impressive lounge with an open fire -place.
The original character beams are a key theme
throughout and give the property a rustic and
characterful feel.

There are large grounds to the immediate vicinity
with mature landscaped gardens and a sweeping
patio area.

Also included with the sale, is 5.78 aces of
pasture and meadowland situated to the
southern aspect.

Having easy access to the A590 and Oxenholme
Train Station, this property is ideally situated for
travel to nationwide destinations and sightseeing
in the Lake District. We highly advise viewing
this property to truly appreciate its appeal.



The accommodation briefly comprises;

Rear Porch; with an external rear door,
inner hall with a double-glazed wooden
window and doors to the Pantry; with
shelves and a frosted double glazed
wooden window and internal door to:

Open Plan Kitchen/ Living/ Dining Area;
an impressive reception room with original
wooden ceiling beams. Having a stone
fireplace and hearth in the living area.
Wooden base units with work surfaces
over and a stainless-steel sink and
drainage unit. Space for washing machine
and oven. Tiled windowsills. There are six
double glazed wooden windows in the
room to the front and side elevations.
Radiator, laminate flooring and door to:

Inner Hallway; with original ceiling
beams, front entrance door, two radiators,
loft hatch and a double-glazed wooden
window overlooking the rear aspect and
doors to:



Bathroom; a fully tiled room with a white bath,
pedestal sink, Mira shower. Radiator, frosted
double glazed window, Airing Cupboard with a hot
water tank, shelves and wall fan.

Separate W/C; with sink and frosted double glazed
wooden window.

Master Bedroom; with a pleasant dual aspect with
original ceilings beams on the ceiling and above the
windows, radiator and a boarded loft above.

Bedroom Two; with a wooden double-glazed
window overlooking the front. Radiator.

Bedroom Three; wooden double-glazed window
overlooking the rear with pleasant views and a
radiator.

Lounge; a large impressive room with original
ceiling beams, two radiators, four wooden double-
glazed windows, stone fronted fireplace and
wooden beam hearth with a stone mantle. The
room has lots of potential with lovely views over the
rear garden and countryside.



Outside; the property is approached over a
private, sweeping driveway that leads to a large
parking and turning area for vehicles. To the front,
there are established landscaped gardens that
are interspersed with a selection of mature plants
and shrubs. To the rear, there is a patio seating
area and lots of open space with a stone walled
border and presents an ideal opportunity to
extend, subject to obtaining the necessary
planning permissions.

Situated underneath the barn, are two storage
rooms, one being a former shippon, that are ideal
for the storage of gardening and hobby
equipment.

The location of the property is very peaceful and
idyllic, with open views over the surrounding Fells
and countryside. Included with the sale, is 5.78
acres of meadow and pastureland. Situated in the
closest parcel to the house is a former barn,
which is now in need of redevelopment but has
mains electricity and water.

‘Barn Owls’ is a delightful home in a desirable
location and would make the ideal rural retreat
yet still being in close proximity to local towns and
transport hubs.
